The general objective of the Programme is to support, through lifelong learning, the educational, professional and personal

development of people in education, training, youth and sport in Europe and beyond, thereby contributing to sustainable growth,

quality jobs and social cohesion, to driving innovation and to strengthening European identity and active citizenship . As such, the

Programme shall be a key instrument for building the European Education Area, supporting the implementation of the European

strategic cooperation in the field of education and training with its underlying sectoral agendas. In addition, it is key in advancing

youth policy cooperation under the European Union Youth Strategy 2019-2027 and developing the European dimension in sport .

ÅIt is prepared by the European Commission by

integrating strategic programming processes, priorities,

specific research areas to be supported and EU policy

objectives .

ÅIt is a calendar for the objectives, financing conditions,

priorities and calls for proposals of the programmes .

Call Guides

ÅThe most important source for preparing projects for international support programmes is the call guide .

ÅGuide provides comprehensive information on the requirements, criteria, objectives and procedures set by the

funders, ensuring the correct preparation of projects .

ÅPartnership requirement

ÅOther (Features of the programme)

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Applicant conditions

ÅEach programme has its own requirements for applicants .

ÅThe most important title to be analysed in the guide is

these conditions .

ÅIf an organisation and/or an individual does not comply

with the application conditions, the application cannot be

made .

ÅThere are various roles available for application, including

coordinator, project partner, associate partner and so on.
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Compliance with the aim/objective of the programme

ÅFor the success of the project, it is essential to align with the objectives

set by the programme .

ÅA project that will contribute to the programme objective and is related

to targeted social problems or innovative solutions is more likely to be

supported .

Compliance with the priorities of the programme

ÅEach programme focuses on specific thematic areas or priorities (e.g.
environment, digital transformation, equality, etc.).

ÅThe project proposal must be in line with these priorities .

*Projects prepared in accordance with the programme purpose, strategic objectives and priorities gain a

competitive advantage in the funding process. No matter how useful and successfulthe project idea is, projects

that do not fulfil this conformity have a low chance of success. F

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Project budget and duration constraints

ÅThe project budget should be within the financial limits (min/max) set by

the programme .

Å It is necessary to examine the guidance on the financial support conditions

and budget distribution of the programme in detail .

ÅPersonal (in-kind) contributions and co-financing requirements should be

taken into consideration .

ÅProject duration should be in line with the time frame (min/max) set by the

programme .

Supported activities/expense items

Å It should be examined whether the expenditure items foreseen for the

project to be prepared are compatible with the expense items supported by

the programme .
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How to apply?

ÅThe programme guide clearly states how to apply . Applications are

usually accepted through the online system (e-portal) or in hard copy by

post .

ÅAll documents required for the application must be submitted in full

(project summaries, budgets, documents) .

ÅAttention should be paid to the application package and document

specifications (document format, application address, etc.) specified in

the Guidelines .

Application calendar

ÅThe programme guide specifies when the application should be made

and the deadline for application . It should be noted that the application

must be made before the deadline .

*At the time of application, it is important to check guidance updates from the programme about historical or procedural changes. Changesto the calendar or

additional conditions may affect the application .
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Concept Note

ÅIt is one of the first documents you need to develop when preparing
a project proposal for the European Union and other international
grant programmes .

ÅIt is a concise document that clearly defines the project idea and
objectives and summarises the main elements of the project .

ÅIt clearly sets out the main purpose and objectives of the project .

ÅIt makes a great contribution to the stages such as the presentation
of the project, establishing a partnership and filling out the grant
application form .

ÅIt clearly summarises the key elements of the project proposal so
that the application process and project design can be done in a
more systematic way.

ÅIt is a way to communicate effectively with stakeholders when
presenting the project idea.

Analysing the programme guidelines

There is no specific outline for the Concept Note, but it is expected to include the following
content .

Å Information on which programme to apply for : Horizon Europe, Erasmus+ etc.

ÅPurpose and scope of the project : A purpose and scope summarising the subject of the project should be

written .

ÅRelation of the Project Topic to the Grant Programme : It should be stated how the project topic overlaps

with the purpose, theme and priorities of the grant programme to be applied for .

ÅTarget group of the project : It should be stated for which target groups and final beneficiaries the project will

provide improvements foreseen by the grant programme .
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Foreseen Activities : The main and sub-activities foreseen for the

realisation of the project should be specified in chronological order .

Expected Outputs/Indicators : The concrete outputs and indicators

expected to emerge at the end of the activities

Duration of Project : The total project duration and the duration for

which activities will be carried out should be specified .

Total Budget of the Project : The total budget amount envisaged and the

approximate budget amount for the project partners should be specified .

Planned Consortium Structure : The planned partnership structure for

the project, either individual or institutional, should be specified .

Expectations from Project Partners : The roles and responsibilities to be

undertaken by the project partners should be specified .
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Considerations and common mistakes

Å It is important to read the application guide carefully and get accurate information

about the documents, requirements and processes required for the application .

ÅPreparing a concept note is an important step before preparing the project

application form . It reduces complexity by identifying the project's objectives, tasks to

be done, responsibilities and timelines, eliminating uncertainties at the idea stage.

Å It is useful to set indicators when planning the project . Funders want to see the

success of projects and the level of achievement of objectives . Tracking specific

milestones and targets helps to measure the effectiveness of projects . Indicators

determine baseline performance assessments and monitoring processes.

Analysing the programme guidelines

Å International funding sources often provide funding with the expectation of

transparency and accountability . For this reason, it is important to present

open access outputs and activities .

ÅAdhering to the budget constraints of funders is critical to the validity of the

application and its chances of success.

ÅThe project budget should be presented clearly and in the required detail

(personnel expenses, travelling, materials, equipment, etc.).

ÅEach expenditure item should be in line with the areas supported by the

programme and unnecessary expenditures should be avoided . Funders want

to see an efficient and logical use of resources by scrutinising each item in the

budget .
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ÅBudget mismatch may lead to rejection of the application or difficulties in

the project process.

ÅDeficiencies or excesses in the budget may have a negative impact on the

evaluation of project applications .

ÅThe objectives, activities and outputs of the project should be realistically

spread over a set period of time .

Å It is important to provide a detailed timetable in the project application . This

schedule clearly shows the completion dates of each phase.

ÅThe project duration should be determined realistically, taking into account

the complexity and scale of the activities to be carried out . Otherwise,

inadequate durations may prevent the project from progressing smoothly

and jeopardise the project results .
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ÅThe time required to complete the application should be planned well . It

should not be left to the last minute, because technical problems or lack

of documents may cause the application to be submitted late .

ÅBefore submitting an application, it should be checked whether the

requirements specified in the Guidelines are fulfilled . Any non -

compliance may lead to rejection of the application .

ÅDuring the application, it is important to check for updates from the

programme about historical or procedural changes. Changes in the

calendar or additional conditions may affect the application .
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Å In order to receive technical support in case of problems encountered

during the application process, contact persons and contact information

shared in the programme guide can be used.

ÅThe frequently asked questions section of the programme also provides

important information about the application conditions, form and

timetable .

ÅThe purpose, theme and priorities of the funding programme to be applied

for should be clearly understood . The project should be in line with these

priorities and serve the objectives of the programme .

ÅRisks and obstacles that may be encountered in the project should be

identified and measures and solution strategies should be created against

them .
